ARTIST’S STATEMENT

Using the material, methods and tools of the vineyard, | create poetic sculptural forms
using slender prunings (sarments de vigne). These mixed-media sculptures also
incorporate discarded elements of the wine making process and found objects.

The ‘Sarments de Vie’ project celebrates the vigour and life of the grapevine in all its
stages. The work bridges the distance between 2 dimensional drawing and 3 D sculpting.
Each individual sarment is like a pencil stroke. The finished objects are evocative of natural
forms, yet their complexity, geometry and layering reveal the artist’s hand.

Working and living in both Canada and France, my work is founded on the process of
seeing and drawing from life. With training in architecture, my artistic practice includes
drawing, painting, collage and three-dimensional works.
